Guidance notes for preparing a route:
Date and time
4th Sunday of the month.  We gather for 1:45pm to start at 2pm.
The route
Length 3.0 – 4.5 miles. (4 – 6.5 km)
In Alex’s experience, a route walked solely on ones own, walking at a good pace, lasting just under an hour, can take 2.5 hours to walk as a group. 
In planing a route try to include, points of beauty, special landscape features, views, valleys or water features. It’s good to be able to vary the landscape can you bring into the walk.  Look out for ancient features such as earth workings, and old tracks.
Any information about points of interest, such as history, flora, and fauna will be good to know about.  
Any route that is not a public footpath, we need legal permission to walk along.
Any route needs to be walked shortly before the Walk, for a risk assessment to check on condition of track, obstacles, stiles, animals in fields.  
Taking a photo from along the route to help excite and draw people, that can be sent as publicity ahead of the walk, will be helpful.  
Church welcome
A welcome from a local church and congregation always enriches any gathering of Walk Church.    Sometimes local churches are able to put on refreshments after the walk.  The tricky element, is asking someone to have things ready for when the walk finishes.  It’s always difficult to be accurate about the length a walk takes, but most last 2 - 2.5 hours.
Parking?
Think about where people can park.  We need parking for about 10 cars.  
How many to expect?
This varies on weather and time of year.  Over the last year numbers have varied from 26 to 6.  Usually 12 - 20.  
Insurance
The Ecclesiastical provides 3rd party liability through All Saints Biddenden PCC.  They expect routes to be walked and risk assessed.
